2. Dimensions

e Painting, Printmaking, Watercolor, Design (Industrial,
Visual),Fashion, Photography, and Textile: 50 "ho" or
smaller (Either the width or length of the frame
should not exceed 10cm.)
*Do NOT include glass.
*Fashion works must be suitable for indoor display.

¢ Sculpture: 100x100x100cm max. (The sum of three
sides should be less than 3m.)
*Applicant must provide the pedestal.

e Calligraphy (Script) and Ink Painting: 70x135cm or
smaller

e Calligraphy (Seal): 5x5cm or smaller

e Folk Art: 70x145cm or smaller

e Craft (Metal, Ceramic, Wood): 80x80x160cm or
smaller
*Applicant must provide the pedestal.

Sculpture, Fashion, and Craft (Metal, Ceramic, Wood):
